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Police Arrest Suscects in Drua Dealer Gun Buvs

During the past week, Shelton Police Detectives and Derby Police Detectives,
with assistance from Ansonia and Seymour Police Departments have been
investigating the theft of firearms and the trafficking of crack cocaine in theValley
area. This investigation has lead to the arrests of 8 individuals on 39 criminal
charges.

The investigation began with the theft of a firearm from an office on Canal
Street in Shelton which was reported on 04-02-2010. Shelton and Derby
Detectives then initiated the investigation. 5 Arrest warrants were issued related
to the theft of the gun and drug sales in Derby and Shelton. 7 search and
seizure warrants were also issued for several houses and vehicles in the Valley
area. Based on those search warrants and another drug deal for a gun set up by
the Police, 7 other arrests were effected. The following persons were arrested
for involvement with these crimes;
